6. Then, we will take a walk from point C (323948) to point D (325951). You should carry out the same work 

as that in point AB. 
7. When you walk across the 3 sites (329954, 321946, 331919), stay for a while and identify the types of 

settlement functions located around, e.g. bank, food store, basic necessity store, etc.
8. Record the results in Table 4.1, 4.2 & 4.3.
